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A WORD FROM THE  
PASTOR 
 Several years ago I went on a youth 
mission trip to Honduras.  We built 
Habitat for Humanity Houses, enjoyed 
vine ripened mangoes, and experienced 
the beauty and culture of the land. One 
of the adult chaperons, Alice, volun-
teered to drive the van to all our excur-
sions. Alice was a brave woman. 
 If you don’t have experience driv-
ing in another country, know that the 
rules are different. In Honduras it 
seemed that the horn was the most im-
portant piece of safety equipment.  At 
pedestrian crossings, an oncoming car 
would honk in order to let those on foot 
know to pay attention. On the roads 
there was no such thing as a no passing 
zone. If you wanted to pass in the mid-
dle of a blind curve you would simply 
honk and cars would edge to the sides 
to avoid a collision. The van that we 
rented was not up to US standards. One 
rainy night the windshield wipers 
stopped working. Alice handled it won-
derfully. She even made a passing lane 
between two cars when we needed it — 
fortunately the horn was still working. 
 I was so appreciative of Alice on 
that trip. I did not want to drive there. It 
made me nervous enough just to ride.  I 
find it very hard to have the rules 
change with something that I am very 
accustomed to doing, like driving.   

Unfortu-
nately, for 
many of us, 
it feels the 
world is 
changing at 
a rapid rate. 
Communi-
cation is lightning fast and plentiful, and 
the content includes things previously 
excluded. Society used to have a sense 
of propriety, now people wear pajamas 
to the store and tattoos are as common 
as jewelry.  Television revels in show-
ing people behaving horribly and girls 
have “gone wild.” 
 It is hard to deal with the rules 
changing; it is hard not to harshly judge 
how bad things are now. However, we 
are called to learn to navigate in this 
changing world. We don’t have to deem 
all changes are good, but we do need to 
practice loving people instead of judg-
ing them as bad because of differing 
values. This takes courage. 
 We gain our courage from the one 
thing that hasn’t changed: the love of 
God. Regardless of how bad we feel the 
world has become, God still calls us 
good and worthy of love and grace. Our 
challenge is to share this love and grace 
with a world in desperate need. Be 
brave. Rise to the challenge.

A MESSAGE FROM THE  

ASSISTANT PASTOR 
 

 There is now a bare spot where the Christmas 
tree once stood. The manger scene has been put 
away for another year. The lights and decorations 
have returned to the trunk where they are safe from 

breakage. Christmas is over. The wise men have 
come and gone after leaving their gifts. So what’s 
next? It’s nearly time for Lent. What exactly is Lent. 
It is a season of forty days, not counting Sundays, 
which begins on Ash Wednesday and ends on Holy 
Saturday. Lent is the time in which we prepare our-
selves for Easter. 
 By tradition this preparation often includes three 
practices. The first is marked by fasting or abstinence 
from certain foods and festivities. I remember once 
at a family retreat Katie and I attended, there was a 
young girl who was attending with her family. She 
had chosen to give up chocolate for those forty days.  
Another family brought the most beautiful chocolate 
cake for their child who was celebrating their birth-
day. Everyone took a slice, everyone that is but the 
little girl. Yes, she honored her Lenten commitment 
and made the sacrifice of no chocolate cake. We 
were inspired! 
 A second practice is to be in constant prayer for 
those forty days. These times of prayer often include 
prayers for community and that includes the nation 
and the world. The third practice is called almsgiv-
ing. Many who choose to do this use the money that 
they would have spent on their abstinences and give 
it to charity. 
 This Lenten season I encourage you to consider 
doing the following three spiritual practices: 

1. Choose to give up one thing that you love as 
a way of remembering Jesus’ sacrifice for us. 

2. Pray daily that God will deepen our commit-
ment to our spiritual lives, to the gift of pres-
ence and our giving at Asbury. 

3. Choose a charity such as Manna Food Bank 
and donate the money you have saved from 
giving up that one sacrificial thing.

FEBRUARY BREAD TIN OFFERING

learning.  Currently, there are about 40 students 
from both Asheville City and Buncombe County 
schools enrolled.

 The Worship Committee gathered for its first 
meeting of 2012 on January 9, at 11:00 a.m.  Atten-
dees included Geri Allison, Arlee Banks, Day Ann 
Emory, Ruth Gillis, Lisa Hartzog Hannah, Brenda 
Hutchins, Davie Jackson, Rick Morehead, Elaine 
Poovey, Heather Post, Cynthia Stewart, and co-
chairs Scott Glenn and Ann Perkins.  The meeting 
was started with a devotion and prayer by Scott 
Glenn, co-chair. 
 The January 8 through February 19 Sunday ser-
mon series topics were introduced, as was Musical 
Ministry month.  The topics for each Sunday are: 

January 8 - Epiphany, January 15 - Prayer, January 
22 - Tithing, January 29 - Testimony, February 5 - 
The Lord’s Supper, February 12 - Scripture, Febru-
ary 19 - Accountability.  On January 8, we celebrated 
student musicians.
